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Q1: Let’s look at the cover and the 
title page. What is Apron Annie 
doing?

Q2: What is your favorite pie?   

A2: Answers will vary: I like pumpkin 
pie. My favorite is apple pie with ice 
cream.

Q1: Where is Apron Annie going 
with her 10 pies? 

A1: Apron Annie is going to sell her 
pies.  

Q2: What happens to Apron Annie’s 
pies?

A2: One by one, Apron Annie drops 
nine pies. She ends up with just one 
pie left.

Q1: Does Apron Annie sell her one 
pie? 

A1: No. Apron Annie got hungry 
and ate the last pie!

Q2: Can you think of some way to 
help Apron Annie? 

A2: Answers will vary: I would tell 
Apron Annie to get a helper. Apron 
Annie could put her pies in big boxes 
and pull them in a wagon.
